In 1986, the
discovery of two sacrificial pits in
Sanxingdui, Sichuan Province revealed a
trove of jade, gold, bronze and stone
artifacts. Similar relics and ivory items

were unearthed in 2001, at another burial

site at Jinsha, 50 kilometers away:
The Shu Kingdom was unveiling
some of its 3,000-year old
mysteries. On display are bronze
heads and masks, gold ornaments,
jade items and pottery excavated
at the two sites.

The
show focuses on the artistic
production in Parma, Italy, in the
16th and 17th centuries. It offers
works by regional artists who
came to work in Parma (Cima da
Conegliano); paintings by the
sensual Correggio and the
Mannerist Parmigianino;
portraits of the Farneses by
the Italian and anonymous
Flemish artists who worked
under their patronage ; and
Mannerist and Baroque
paintings of the second half of
the 16th century. A final section
is devoted to prints and drawings.
