4. SINGAPORE PHILATELIC MUSEUM

This site was once home to the first Methodist Church in
Malaya, built in (886, and the first Methodist-run school
in Singarure named Anglo-Chinese Sehool (ACS), which
offered lessons in both English and Chinese. The site now

houses the Singapore Philatelic Mugeum which opened
in 1995.

Built in (835, the Armenian Church recalls the influence
of the Armenian community who came to Singapore to
trade in the early [9th century.
