dignity and respect, and organisations and individuals are encouraged to play the 

National Anthem video in full where possible. Please refer to the guidelines on the 

use of the National Anthem for more information.  

• For occasions where the National Anthem is sung/played twice (e.g. at the start and 

ending of the event), agencies may consider playing both versions of the film. 

• If the National Anthem video is to be used on a daily basis, users may consider 

playing each version of the film on alternate days.
