Materials Needed:

- Performer puppet template - Wooden chopsticks
- Scissors - Paper fasteners / string
- Colour pencils / markers - Hole puncher
- Tape
STEPS:

1. Download and print out the performer puppet template.

2. Carefully cut out the individual parts using scissors.

3. Add colour to your performer puppets using colour pencils
or any colouring materials.

4. Punch holes through the grey dots on the puppets using a
hole puncher or any sharp tool.

5. Use paper fasteners or string to connect the parts of each
performer puppet.

6. Attach wooden chopsticks to the puppet by taping the
sticks to the various parts.

You can now use your
puppets to tell a story, and maybe even
perform a show with a friend!
